Saturday 29th March 1980 
Hellenic League Premier Division

Northwood 1
Forest Green Rovers 1
Forest Green Rovers are now a Football 
League club, but forty-odd years 
ago, the Woods met them over three 
seasons in the Hellenic League. The 
match started at a furious pace, as 
both sides threw caution to the wind in 
an effort to grab an early goal. However 
both defences held fi rm, and the game 
gradually became a midfi eld contest. 

It was Northwood who made the fi rst 
decisive break as Nigel Franklin broke 
clear and bore down on the keeper, he 
drew Allen and unselfi shly squared the 
ball to Martin Ellis, but with the goal he 
missed the target.

At half-time the Woods should have 
turned round in the lead, but during 
the second period the match should 
have been won with ease as chance 
after chance was created. The Woods 
were doing everything but score: Ellis 
set Franklin free of the defence and 

with the goal wide open he allowed 
his shot to be blocked by the keeper 
who had gone the wrong way but left a 
trailing leg. 

But in the 84th minute disaster struck! 
Carter and Lane chased a hopeful ball 
wide of the Woods’ box. Both went 
down in a tackle, but the Forest Green 
forward recovered quickest, and 
although Dave Russell forced Lane 
across goal, the ball ran into the path of 
Cox, who pushed the ball home.

The Woods could hardly believe it, and 
they had to pull together very quickly to 
recover a point. Despite frantic efforts 
it was not until the third minute of 
injury time before the Woods pulled the 
match out of the fi re. Tidd fi red over a 
corner and Alan Merison swooped to 
guide the ball in from close range.

Two goals in the last four minutes 
from Feltham could not knock the 
gloss of Northwood getting back to 
winnings ways.

It did not take long for Greg Phillips to 
put Northwood ahead with a beauty of 
a free-kick into the top corner of the 
net and, after Ken Lavender had made 
a great save, Paul Rogan, Woods’ man 
of the match, made it 2-0 after the 
home keeper was unable to hold a 
Dave Nolan cross.

Then, a Phillips penalty after Gursel 
Gulfer had been brought down made 
it 3-0 before the Woods defence was 
caught square and Feltham brought

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it back to 3-1 just before the break. 
Micky Devane and Danny Buckley 
worked hard for Northwood and 
Woods were well in control. A through 
ball from Moran Dodds saw Paul 
Curran surge forward to make it 4-1.

The fi fth Woods goal was a beauty as 
Rogan cleverly backheeled the ball to 
Gulfer, who fi nished in style.

past goalkeeper Ashley Morris. 

Merthyr worked hard to try to get back 
into the game but it was Northwood 
who almost made it 3-0 when Ryan 
Kirkland showed great control to turn in 
the box but then poked his shot wide. 

But after the break Merthyr began to 
get the upper hand and the Woods 
had to defend solidly to keep them out. 
After 73 minutes, the Martyrs gave 
themselves a chance when Richard 
Ingram pounced on a Craig Steins 
cross from close-range.

Time was running out though for 
the Welsh club and it seemed as if a 

deserved winning debut was on the 
cards for the Woods. That was until an 
88th minute incident which changed 
the game, when a linesman fl agged 
for a penalty following an everyday 
coming together, and Tydfi l skipper 
Mike Fowler neatly tucked away his 
gifted spot-kick to level the scores. 

Then Woods substitute Harry Howell 
managed to get himself red-carded 
for an off-the-ball incident before 
play restarted then two minutes into 
stoppage-time, a  deep cross found 
Welsh, who met it with sweeping 
fi nish that sent the travelling hordes of 
supporters home happy.

With a stronger squad and a focus 
on developing young players, there is 
renewed optimism for the 2022/23 
season as the Baggies look to build on 
last season’s 5th place fi nish.

The club were given an extra facility to 
accommodate the growth success of 
the youth teams. 

Dave Ford took over at the helm as 
manager with Nathan Fealey in 2004. 

In their fi rst season they took the side 
to a credible 7th place fi nish in senior 
football, as members of the Hellenic 
League. 

Lea fi nished the season around mid 
table and reached two cup fi nals, 
only narrowly losing out to Sandhurst 
Town in the Aldershot Senior Cup on 
penalties in 2006. 

Badshot Lea secured a ground 
sharing agreement with nearby club 
Farnborough a year later. 

Under the guise of Dave Ford’s 
management, Badshot fi nished their 
fi rst season at step 5 in a respectable 
11th position. 

The National League Committee 
sanctioned a move to the Combined 

Counties League in 2008. Following 
this, the Surrey club reached the 2nd 
qualifying round of the FA Cup and the 
3rd round proper of the FA Vase. 

A year later Baggy Lea lifted the 
Aldershot Senior Cup, defeating Fleet 
Town on penalties. 

Manager Dave Ford departed the club 
and was replaced by Mark Anderson. 

Anderson led the team to an excellent 
league fi nish, as well as progressing 
through to the FA Cup Third Qualifying 
Round. 

In December 2018 Gav Smith took 
up the managerial hot seat jointly 
alongside Dave Ford at Westfi eld 
Lane.

Badshot Lea fi nished the 2021/22 
campaign towards the top of the table 
in 5th place, recording 24 wins from 
38 league games; recording only one 
away defeat all season.
