A warm welcome back to the Skyline
Roofing Stadium for this duo of
Pitching In Isthmian League fixtures
starting with the midweek visit of
Westfield FC and then following that
with a weekend meeting with the
Metropolitan Police. Circumstances
mean that we have had to double

up on the programme for these two
games but it does mean that we have
a bumper 44-page edition once again!
We hope both of our visitors will enjoy
their short stay with us and we wish
them all a safe journey back home after
the game.

We were ariginally due to take on
Westfield back in early October

but the game was cancelled due to

our opponents still being in the FA
Trophy. That run only came to an

end a couple of weeks ago, having
defeated Marlow and Leatherhead in
the competition, when they lost 1-3 at
home to Hungerford Town in the first
round proper having actually led 1-0 for
maost of the match. The Surrey side are
enjoying a pretty good season so far,
recovering well from an opening day
defeat at Guernsey. They beat Raynes
Park Vale and drew with both Chertsey
Town and Leatherhead before crashing
0-5 at home to Uxbridge on a bad day
in September. They bounced back with
wins over South Park Reigate, Binfield
and Sutton Common Rovers, lost at
home to Southall but then recorded
animpressive 4-0 success at Hartley
Wintney. A victory over Thatcham Town
has kept them in the top half of the
table and in striking distance of the
play-off places for sure while they are
also still in the Velocity League Cup
having come from behind twice to

win on penalties at Chertsey Town. On
Saturday they did crash to a 4-2 defeat
at Hanwaorth Villa.

Last season’s games between the two
sides hoth went the way of the Woods,
winning 3-1at Woking Park thanks to

the goals came in the first-half. The
return here at the Skyline ended 2-1
with Micah Jackson scoring the winner
after Shane Cojocarel had put the
Woods in front in the first-half. Jake
Baxter had netted the equaliser from
the penalty-spot.

The Mets are visiting Chestnut Avenue
for the first time since 2008 when we
met in an FA Cup Preliminary Round
fixture that our opponents won by a
2-0 scoreline. They scored towards the
end of each half through Rob George
and Jo Arrabell. It is even longer since
we met in League competition; the last
being our promation seasan from the
old Isthmian Division Two in 2000. The
Woods completed the “double” during
that campaign - winning 2-0 here

at Northwood with goals from Andy
Sherry and Steve Newing and then 2-1
at Imber Court through Dave Sargent
and Lawrence Yaku goals.

It was a hit of a shock in the summer
when the Blues chose to relinquish
their Step 3 status and take an
automatic relegation which ultimately
saved our neighbours Harrow Borough
from their own demoation. Under

new management, they have had to
rebuild after virtually all of their squad
moved on so it was no surprise that

it has taken a while to settle, though
they would not have expected to exit
the FA Cup at the hands of Step 5
strugglers Epsom & Ewell. Their only
league victory to date came at the end
of September when they notched an
emphatic 4-0 win over Chipstead and
since then they have certainly had a
series of improved results, drawing at
Binfield, Guernsey and Badshot Lea as
well as at home to Uxbridge. They have
only lost against high-flyers Raynes
Park Vale and Marlow and both of
those had been by narrow one-goal
margins before they crashed 0-4 at
home to Leatherhead last Saturday.
For the game against the Met, we also

welcome Gerry Pimm and his party as
sponsors of the afternoon’s match and
we hope you enjoy our hospitality.

But on Saturday,
we finally ended that run with a hard-
working 3-1victory away at Chipstead
thanks to goals from Reece Cameron,
Dan Williams and Godlove Oppong.

formed in 1953 as Westfield
Boys Club, playing in the Woking and
District League and also running a
youth team.

The 1950s

From the start the Club had success
in the competitions it entered. Among
the trophies won in the early years
were the Surrey Youth Invitation

Cup in 1953/54, the Surrey Junior
Charity Cup in 1954/55 and 1955/56,
the Surrey Junior Cup (at the first
attempt) in 1955/56 and the Surrey
Youth Cup in 1956/57.

Following several seasons in local
league foothall, the Club made the

break into Surrey Intermediate
foothall using the present ground at
Woking Park, Kingfield. Successes
soon came and, after becoming
League Champions and Cup

winners on several occasions in

the subsequent seasons, the Club
decided to apply for senior status. The
application was accepted in 1964 and
after one season in the Parthenon
League, Westfield met the necessary
ground grading requirements and
joined the Surrey Senior League.

The 1960s

Westfield’s future success in senior
football sprang from their ahility to
attract the best local youngsters, ably
coached by manager John Martin

S e

and assistant Kenny Moody, with
Les Butcher in a scouting role, and
they were successful in winning the
Surrey Youth Cup again in 1966/67
and 1969/70, and the Surrey Youth
Shield in 1969/70 and 1970/71. This
talent matured and there followed
three tremendous seasons far the
senior side, when they won the
Surrey Senior League Cup in 1971/72,
followed by the League and Cup
double in 1972/73, and the League
Championship again in 1973/74.

The 1970s and 1980s

The Surrey Senior League was
disbanded and reformed as the
Combined Counties Foothall League
in 1978, and Westfield FC became

founder members and retained
membership until 2018. Success,
however, was more difficult to achieve
and in recent times the closest the
seniar team came to honours was

in 1989/90, when they lost the final
of the Combined Counties League
Cup to Hartley Wintney in extra time.
Westfield’s Youth team won the
Surrey Youth League’s U18 Division
Cupinig7as.

2000-2003

During the early 2000s, with former
Woking player John Cassidy as
manager, the senior side improved
their league position, finishing sixth
in season 2000/01. That season saw
the Club enter the FA Vase again,
having only previously entered in
1974 for 3 seasons, performing
beyond expectations before losing in
the Fourth Round to Ryman League
Arlesey Town, on the way beating
Wantage Town, Sidley United, Lewes
and Bowers United.

Season 2002/03 saw Westfield enter
the FA Cup for the first time, losing

at home to Dorking in the Preliminary
Round.

Westfield continued to compete

at youth level and they won the
Combined Counties Youth League
Cupin1991/92, as well as being
runners-up in the League. Following
the installation of floodlights in 1999,
the U18 team joined the Southern
Youth Floodlight League as members
of the Western Division.

The Club also ran a Youth team
playing in the West Surrey Boys
League, winning the U14 Challenge
Cup and Premier Division in 1999/00,
the U15 Premier Division, Challenge
Cup and Surrey County Cup in
2000/01, U15 Division 2 in 2002, the
U16 Premier Division in 2001/02, and
the U15 Division 2 in 2002/03.

2003-2006

Following the end of the 2003/04
season, Westfield lost both First

and Reserve Team managers. John
Cassidy moved to Frimley Green, and
thereafter back to Farnham Town, and

Graham Pope moved to Godalming

& Guildford to manage their reserve
team in the Suburban league.
Westfield recruited Paul Donaghy
from Guildford-based Merrow as first-
team manager, and Dave Robson -
long-time Westfield player - took over
the reserves.

At the end of 2005/06 Westfield were
relegated to the st Division, due to
new ground-grading regulations after
a very acrimonious conflict with the
league. Numerous commitments from
league officials were reneged upon,
and after months of appeals and
meetings, Westfield had to accept
their unwelcome fate.

After a mid-table Division 1season
and partly because of the league-
enforced relegation, Manager Paul
Donaghy decided to resign as First
Team manager to join Godalming and
Reserve Team manager Dave Robson
also quit. The team of ex-player
Martin Powell, ex-Spurs stalwart
David Howells and coach John Comer
took over the running of the senior
teams for the start of the 2007/08
season.

2007-2010

In the close season of 2007/08,
following a highly credible 4th place

finish, Martin resigned as manager
due to personal circumstances; his
departure signalled the exits of both
David Howells and John Comer. In
July 2008 the position of 1st Team
Manager was filled by Steve Plunkett,
the ex-Godalming Town Reserves
boss, though he was replaced within
four months by the returning Dave
Robson, as the club attempted to
rebuild following a mass exodus of
players.

Dave Robson did a fine job stahilizing
the club, but after an indifferent
2009/10 was replaced by joint
managers, Craig Moore and

John Comer.

Off the pitch there was good news,

as building of the new facilities
commenced in 2010/11 and it
promised to be a good season as

the management duo assembled

the best squad since the 2008
season. However, despite some
wonderful results, the team struggled
to find consistency, and finished a
disappointing 13th in the table. There
was better news for the reserves whao
finished 4th in the reserve league, and
reached the final of the league cup,
where they went down to double-
winning side Mole Valley SCR.

2011-2015

During the summer of 2011, Craig
Moore decided to step down to
concentrate on playing, leaving John
Comer as sole manager. He promoted
Kevin Bailey from the reserves to

be his assistant, and following Dave
Kelly’s resignation as reserve team
manager appointed David Robertson.

In May 2011 the old pitch was dug up
and raised a metre, before being re-
seeded and in June the old Clubhouse
was demalished. The club maoved into
the new facilities in August 2011 with a
thrilling opening match in the FA Cup
against Peacehaven & Telscombe, in
which the Sussex side eventually ran
out B-3 winners, in front of a crowd

of 190. The following month a new
record attendance for a league fixture
at Woking Park was set when 325
saw the fixture against Guernsey.

The season saw more improvement
on the pitch, where a position of 8th
was achieved and the team reached a
cup final for the first time in nearly 20
years. However they went down 4-2
to Warlingham on the day.

The following season the Club gained
promotion in third place, and played
Walton Casuals Reserves in the final
of the Surrey Premier Cup, going
down 2 goals to 1in a close game.

In season 2013/14, with John Comer
continuing as manager, the Club had
their best league finish since 1981,
ending in fourth place.

With John Comer’s departure, Martin
Beard was appointed for the 2014-15
season. After a run of indifferent
results, Martin was replaced by Dan
Snare, who improved the side to finish
mid-table.

2016 to date

For the 2018-17 season, Tony Reid
was appointed manager, and enjoyed
a stunning season, finishing second
in the League behind Hartley Wintney
and winning the League Cup in

May. The following seasan the Club
continued to play exciting, attacking
foothall, scoring an amazing 145
goals, whilst conceding only 45, and
became deserved Champions with a
fantastic 106 league paints.

As the 2018-19 season began, we said
farewell to the Combined Counties
League after 40 years of continuous
competition, and started an exciting
journey into Step 4 of non-league
foothall. Having lost some key players
from the previous campaign, it took
several months for Tony Reid to find a
settled side, but then after Christmas
a wonderful run of 13 wins, 4 draws
and 4 defeats saw Westfield finish

in fifth place, to gain a play-off place
and our highest-ever league finish.

A close semi-final play-off defeat to
Bracknell Town did little to detract
from a remarkable achievement.

2019-20 saw Tony’s team again keep
up the pressure at the top of the table,
and were lying in a playoff position
before the season was curtailed by
Covid-19 cancellations, leading to

the whole Isthmian League being
declared null and void with 28 out of
38 league games played. By that time,
the manager had decided to look for
anew challenge and unfortunately
many of our long-standing players
took the same decision. It was a
disappointing end to a great

few years.

Into the fray for season 2020-21
stepped new manager Simon Lane,
who had the not inconsiderable

task of building a team almost from
scratch, and his young team began
to build some momentum, but

with only five league and two cup
games played, the season was again
curtailed in November.

Season 2021-22 began with Lane
having been able to retain around
half of his squad so the signs were
positive all round and the Yellows
went on to finish 16th, comfortably
above the relegation places.

Last season Simon Lane left Woking
Park to join Kingstonian in February
and the club announced it had
appointed former Arsenal, Fulham
and Woking midfielder lan Selley

as the new boss. Selley guided the
Yellow's to a respectable 12th place
finish last term.

The Manacger

lan Ilev

Former Arsenal midfielder lan
Selley was appointed manager

of Westfield in February 2023
replacing Simon Lane who guit

to take up the gaffer’s role at
Isthmian Premier side Kingstonian.

lan, 49, made 42 appearances for
Arsenal, including in their 1994
European Cup Winners’ Cup final
win over Parma. Spells at Fulham,
Wimbledon and Southend United
followed befare a successful stint
at Woking FC in the early/mid-
2000s where he made close to
100 appearances for the Cards.

His managerial career started at
Sandhurst Town in 2020 before
he was appointed as manager

of his home town club Chertsey
Town. He departed the club in
May 2022 after leading the team
to the Isthmian South Central
play-off final. In November 2022,
Selley was appointed manager of
Hartley Wintney but left the role in
January 2023 before taking up his
post at Westfield.

n 6th July 1829, Sir Robert Peel

formed the Metropolitan Police,
the first organised Police Force in
the world, with an office overlooking
the Thames at Whitehall known
as Scotland Yard, a name that has
become famous throughout the
world, and also became synonymous
with the Metropolitan Police.

Ninety years later, in 1919, the
Metropolitan Police Football Club was
formed, playing friendly matches until
joining the Spartan League in 1928.
Apart from the war years (1939-45),
the club remained in that competition
until 1960. During that time the Blues
were League Champions eight times,
runners-up once and League Cup
winners once. In 1980 the Blues joined

\ % northwoodfc.com

the Metropolitan League, winning the
League Cupin 1968.

In 1971 the Blues were accepted into
the Southern League and played in
Division South until 1977 under Team
Manager Vic Rouse, the former Wales
and Crystal Palace goalkeeper.

In 1977 the Blues moved to the
Isthmian League, becoming one of the
founder members of the restructured
Division Two. A successful first season
(1977/78) resulted in the club finishing
runners-up to Epsom & Ewell and
being promated to Division One. In
Season 1981/82 the club finished 3rd
in Division One, missing promotion by
just two points.

However, fortunes changed and in
1984/5, as a result of finishing third

from the bottom, the Blues were
relegated to Division Two [South).
Ironically, in that 1984/5 season the
Blues enjoyed their best runin the FA.
Cup, reaching the First Round Proper.
The home tie against Dartford was
subsequently featured on the BBC's
“Match of the Day” programme. Defeat
against Dartford was followed by a
run of defeats in the league, which
saw the Blues drop into one of the
four relegation places introduced that
season.

On returning to Division Two (South)
the Blues finished 7th in both 1985/6
and 1986/7. During 1987/88 the Blues
led the Division Two (South) table in
January by seven points but they were
overhauled by Chalfont St Peter, who

waon their last two games of season
and became champions by just one
paint. The Blues were runners-up by
virtue of a one-goal difference over
Dorking. It was a nail-hiting finish to a
season in which the Blues lost just two
league matches, both away.

The next two seasons saw the club
finish in mid-table in Bivision One but
in 1990/1 the club finished second
from bottom and were relegated into
the newly formed Division Two of

the restructured Diadora (Isthmian)
League. The club remained in Division
Two for several years, always finishing
in the top half but just outside the
promotion positions. I 1993/4 the
Blues again reached the First Round
Proper of the F.A. Cup, losing 2.0 to
Crawley Town.

Season 1994/5 saw the club celebrate
its 75th Anniversary with a game
against the Army and the opening

of a new grandstand at Imber Court.
The Blues finished in 5th positionin
Division Two and ended the season
with a thrilling victory in the Carlsberg
Trophy, defeating Collier Row ina
penalty shoot-out following a 1:1 draw
after extra-time.

During the next few seasons the club
continued to finish in the top half

of Division Two and in 1999/2000
reached the 5th Round of the F.A. Vase
(last 8), losing to the eventual winners
Deal Town.

Throughout the first decade of

the 2000s the club were mainly in
and around the play-offs but were
frustratingly defeated each time in the
semis or the finals.

In 2009/10 the Blues won the London
Senior Cup for the first time in the
club’s history, beating AFC Wimbledon
in an exciting final, 4:3 on penalties,
after the match ended 4:4 after

extra time.

The 2010/11 seasan proved to be the
most exciting in the club’s history,
culminating in the club winning the
Ryman League Division 1South
Championship by the narrow margin
of one goal. Bognor Regis Town had
a 2 point advantage during the latter
stages of the season and that was
the situation when the clubs lined up
for the final match. Bognor were held
to an unexpected draw by Chatham

MMM

Town and with the Met managing to
scramble a 1.0 win against Merstham,
it was enough to win the title with a
goal difference of 61 against Bognor
Regis’ 60.

The next few years saw The Blues
establish themselves at this level with
a series of higher to mid table finishes
and a Surrey Senior Cup win in 13/14
over Merstham.

In the 2018/19 season due to FA
restructuring, we were moved from
the Bostik league to the Southern
League which led to the departure of
our long serving manager Jim Cooper,
a number of players and also greatly
increased travelling costs. Gavin
Macpherson was appointed manager
with Jon Nurse as his assistant and
they gave youth a chance which

they took with both hands playing
outstanding football and commitment
to finish 3rd in the league and then
beating Salisbury and Poole Town in
the play offs. We then had to play a
super play off final against Tonbridge
Angels winners of the Bostik league
play off for promotion to the National
league South, unfortunately we lost
3-2 aet. The club had a tremendous
run in the FA Cup reaching the 1st
Round proper where we lost ta AFC
Newport County of League 2. The
Blues also wan the Surrey Senior Cup
beating Tooting and Mitcham 2-0in
the final.

The seasons of 2019/20 & 2020/21
were both curtailed early due to the
Covid 19 pandemic but 2021-2022
proved to be yet another enthralling
campaign, eventually finishing 4th in
the league, the clubs highest ever final
position, and were in the hunt for the
title until the final few games of the
season. We were eventually beaten
2-1A.E.T in the play-off semi-final

by Farnborough who went on to be
promoted after winning the final.

2022-23 was anather season where
the Met played good football, however
with midweek away trips to the likes
of Plymouth Parkway and Tiverton
Town the travelling and busy schedule
was likely affecting the team’s abhility
to challenge for promotion, not

to mention the costs of travelling
regularly to the likes of Devon and
Dorset. A reputable eighth place was
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achieved and silverware was sourced
in the form of anather win of the
Surrey Senior Cup via an impressive
4-1final win over Virginia Water, but

it was apparent that the long and
hard campaigns on and off the park
warranted discussion.

In the summer of 2023, the Club held
a number of internal discussions,
Manager Gavin MacPherson had
departed for Enfield and with FA
League Committee Deadlines
approaching, the club decided to apply
for relegation to Step 4 and a return

to the Isthmian League. Confirmation
from the FA Leagues Committee
followed and a new chapter for The
Blues was turned. A number of players
departed the club, seeking Step 2 6 3
football but with the new Management
Team of Suj Singh Khera and Scott
Kemp in place a new-look Met Sguad
has been assembled with a number

of players progressing from the
Development Squad, bolstered by key
signings and one or two familiar faces
returning to the club.
